4. Tentative Participation
~ To organise the International Seminars, relevant number of Speakers and
Delegates are required to participate to discuss on the identified themes as well
as current issues of national and international importance relating to youth.

» The participants must include atleast four (4} International Speakers. An
International Speaker means someone who is routinely resident outside India and
has some domain knowledge of the theme. The age of such speaker should ideally
be below 35. The objective of this Conference is to give a public platform to youth
to articulate their voice on the matters of public interest.

~ The participation of number of students will depend on the host University/
Institution.

~ Ample participation of speakers, National and International Delegates have to be
ensured by the hast University/ Institution.

» Department will maintain the database of invited Speakers and international

delegates (Zone-wise) on annual basis in consultation with concerned university/
institution.

If possible, some officials from the Department would attend the Conference.

4.1. Method of Selection for Speakers

I The organising University / Institutions may use their alumni lists for the selection of
speakers (National, International and Qutstation) and in consultation with their
affiliated Universities and institutions, local government, local startups & businesses;
they may select speakers based on the selected themes.
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i Other Universities / Institutions with similar background may be also be approached
by the organising university / Institutions for this in consultation with Ministry of
Youth Affairs & Sports.

iii Youth experts in their fields may also be selected from their respective Zone by the
organising university / Institutions.

% Apart from this, National Youth Award winners may also be included as speakers.

v Basad on the points mentioned above, the final selection of speakers will be done by
the host university in consultation with the Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports.

4.2.  Channel of application for Delegates

i The organising University / Institutions in consuitation with their affiliated
Universities and institutions, will select and invite the Delegates {National and

International).

i ii. The organising University/ Institutions may invite the delegates based on the
selected themes.

iil. Other Universities / [nstitutions with similar background may be also be approached
by the organising university / Institutions for the invitation of Delegates.

i, Apart from this, National Delegates may also be nominated from our youth I

organizations viz. National Service Scheme (NSS) and Nehru Yuva Kendra Sangathan
E (NYKS). For this purpose, state-wise nominations may be sought from NSS and NYKS
(atleast 10 nominations from NSS and NYKS each) and the same be furnished to
organising University/ Institutions with the approval of Ministry of Youth Affairs &
Sports.

Qutline of the Programme will be decided by the Host University/ Institution according to
] the therne and speakers selected. Host University/ institution will send the proposal including

the outline of the programme and list of speakers to this Department for receiving the financial
assistarice as per para 6 below.
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l 6. Provision of financial assistance
For the International Seminar, the funds of Rs. 30 Lakh will be provided by the Ministry of Youth
Affairs and Sports, Government of India which may be utilized for the following:

i Stay Arrangements of Delegates, Participants and other guests
v.  Meal arrangements
v.  Other Miscellaneous arrangements
Out of this fund, 30% advance will be given to the Institution upon receipt of request from
University/Institution concerned, with the list of proposed speeches and indicative
agenda and prospective dates.
