b. Conduct workshops/sensitization programs for emplovees and other stake holders on
policies/procedures of the organization and on Preventive Vigilance measures.

d Organize grievance redressal camps for citizens/ customers by Orgamizations having
customer-oriented  activittes  Similarly, vendor meets may be organized wherever
necessary, tirough online mode or otherwise, whichever 1s more feasible.

e. Organize "Awareness Gram Sabhas” tor dissemination of mformation regarding the
menace of corruption and the different measures that the public can undertake to redress it,
such as complaint portals, etc. As per past practice, Public Sector Banks need 1o conduct
"Awarepess Gram Sabhas” at the Branch level in at least two CGram Panchavats. Other
orgamzations may also orgamze wherever pessible. Indicative list of activities which can
be conducted as part of " Awareness Gram Sabhas” is at Annexure C of this circular.
