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CHAPTER-1
Technical Education Scenario in Karnataka

1.1 Introduction:

During pre-independence there were few technical skill teaching
schools in the Public Instructions Department called as ‘Occupational
Institutes’ (before 1943). In the later-half of the fifties, number of such
institutes has increased due to development of technical education. This
necessitated establishment of an independent department with the
objectives of bringing about coordination among institutes, standard,
quality syllabi, and conduct of examination and for overall development
of the technical education. Thus, from 1959, the Department of
Technical Education has come into existence as a full-fledged
independent department.

Sir M. Vishveshvaraya (fondly called as Sir MV) was appointed as
President of the Bhadravathi Steel Factory in Karnataka for its
development and rejuvenation as it was on the verge of collapse. The
then, Maharaja of Mysuru had offered an honorarium for this task to
him. He did not accept the honorarium but strived hard for the
development of the factory. The factory stood as a milestone in the
industrialization of the erstwhile Mysuru kingdom. In the meanwhile, the
Maharaja of Mysuru Sri Nalwadi Krishnaraj Wadeyar passed-away; the
Maharaja Sri Jayachamrajendra Wadeyar succeeded the throne. He
persuaded Sir MV to accept the honorarium, but he refused and
suggested starting of a Professional Training Institute at Bengaluru with
this amount as seed capital. The Government wanted to start the
institution in Sir MV’s name, but he denied and suggested the
Maharaja’s name. Accordingly, Sri Jayachamrajendra Occupational
Institute came into existence. Later named as Sri Jayachamrajendra
Government Polytechnic, which is now running successfully, by offering
various technical courses. Subsequently, many more polytechnics were
started.

Technical Education all over the world is gaining importance day
by day because of rapid advancements in science, technology and
innovations. The Department of Technical Education is playing a vital
role to compete and to keep Karnataka ahead in Industrial growth and in
the field of Information Technology,

There were only 57 technical institutes, under Department of
Technical Education initially but now during 2022-23, there are a
staggering 527 institutes across the state ranging from Diploma to
Degree and Junior Technical Schools.

The on-line admission is provided to the students applying for 1st
year Diploma and this information is made available at separate
website in a simple way. Further, the merit number, counseling
dates will be provided to the students via SMS in advance.

First Semester Diploma Admission Procedure:

1. Merit Based Online Admission Process:

Candidates who want admission to merit based colleges and
courses of government and aided polytechnics (aided courses) should
enter the options of courses according to their preference in the priority
sheet and submit a single application for all merit based colleges to the
nearest Principal of Government Polytechnic. Seats are allotted through
online based on the priority and merit given by the candidates.

2. First Come First Priority Admission Process:

Admission process for Government and Aided Polytechnics (Aided
Courses) courses are given on first come, first served basis to eligible
candidates on the spot (Spot Admission) at the Principal level of the
institution.

3. Lateral Entry System for Diploma Students for Engineering:

In order to provide higher Education opportunities to Diploma
students, a provision of lateral entry system is provided to Diploma
students to seek admission to 2nd year of Engineering. As per AICTE
current guidelines, 10% of the Diploma lateral entry seats are reserved
for 2ndyr / 3rd semester B.E/B.Arh courses and also remaining unfilled
seats in the last year are reserved for current year lateral entry.
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As per AICTE admission guidelines, candidates who have passed
three years diploma engineering courses from the academic year 2022-
23 are allowed to get admission in any B.E courses for 3rd semester/02
year through lateral entry.

4. Lateral Entry for Diploma to the ITI /2nd PUC (Science / Technical
courses) students who have successfully completed 2yrs of ITI/
PUC (Science / Technical courses)

Provision is made for students who have successfully completed
2yrs of ITI course / 2nd PUC (Science / Technical courses) to take
admission for Diploma 3rd semester through lateral entry system. As per
AICTE current guidelines 10% of the seat is reserved for lateral entry in
2ndyr / 3rd semester Diploma course and also remaining unfilled seats
in the last year are reserved for current year lateral entry.

5. Super Numeric Quota System:

In order to give admission to poor meritorious students as
numerical quota seats in engineering colleges and polytechnics, 5% more
than the admission is reserved in polytechnics and engineering colleges
based on the income limit of different levels of parents. Such students
are exempted from tuition fees. These students are not eligible for any

course or college change.
6. Hyderabad Karnataka reservation:

To encourage the Hyderabad Karnataka students to pursue
Engineering and Diploma courses, 70% of the seat is reserved for
regional students of Hyderabad Karnataka in Govt. and Aided
Polytechnics and 8% of the seats are reserved in non-Hyderabad
Karnataka region.

7. Women education:

30% seats in Government and Aided (Aided Courses) Polytechnics and
Engineering colleges are exclusively reserved for girl students. At present
there are 08 Govt., 1 aided, and 03 private polytechnics established
exclusively for girl students. Govt. Polytechnic for women at Shivamogga
is a residential Polytechnic.

8. Special facility to Physically Challenged Students

A well established polytechnic for physically handicapped students is
in Mysore. (J S S Polytechnic for Physically Handicapped, Mysore.) 5%
of the total seats in the Polytechnic are reserved for Physically
handicapped (PH) students. In addition, under the central assistance
Scheme additional 25 seats have been earmarked for Physically
handicapped students at 03 Govt. Polytechnics i.e. (1) Govt. Polytechnic,
Belgaum (2) Govt. women Polytechnic, Mangalore (3) Smt. L.V Govt.
polytechnic, Hassan.
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9. Regarding Reservation for Transgender under Karnataka State
Transgender Policy-2017:

From the academic year 2023-24, a reservation of at least 05
seats for any 01 seat in diploma admission in government and aided
polytechnics of the state has been provided for transgender.

e. Internal Revenue Generation by organizing various training
programs and utilizing the same to strengthen the
polytechnics.

A major part of the resources that would be raised in these centers by
imparting training would be retained by the institutions for various
development activities.

4.1 Women’s Education:

There are 13-Polytechnics for Women and 1-Engineering Colleges for
Women in the State during 2019-20. There is no tuition fee for women in
the Women polytechnics. In all 30% of seats in the Govt., polytechnics
are reserved for the women students for the admission to first semester.
There is an exclusive Govt. Residential Polytechnic for women at
Shivamogga.

4.2 Community Development through Polytechnic Scheme
(CDTP):

Community Polytechnic Scheme is implemented in existing
polytechnics with the Central Government’s financial assistance, for
providing knowledge of technical education to the rural people. There are
55 community polytechnics in the State.

The Objective of these polytechnics is to provide the technical
expertise to the people of rural areas for acquiring the self-employment.
This will also benefit the students who have discontinued their
education, un-educated youth, SC/ST and other backward community
students.

The funding for this scheme has been stopped by MHRD, Govt. of
India from 2016-17 till date, hence no data.

4.3 Facilities to Physically Challenged Students:

Under the Centrally sponsored scheme by MHRD for Physically
Challenged students, 25 seats over and above the intake are being filled-
up in three Govt. Polytechnics viz., GPT-Belagavi, Smt. L.V.GPT-Hassan
and GWPT-Mangaluru. Apart from this 3% of the total intake in all the
Govt. and Pvt. Aided Polytechnics are reserved for the physically
challenged students. Further, one Pvt. Aided Polytechnic named JSS
Polytechnic for differently-abled in Mysuru has been setup exclusively for
these students with all the required amenities.

4.4 SDP/CGP and EAP programs:

The Training programs are conducted for the students of Govt./Aided
engineering colleges & polytechnics, to train them in life-leading,
inspectional & developmental skills.
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4.5 “Sakala” program is implemented from August 16, 2013 in the
Department of Technical Education.

4.10 Employee’s Co-operative Society:
